All four Chiltern Counties are invited to take part in a 20 board jamboree with grading limits on Saturday 2nd April 2005 at Richard Aldworth Science College, Western Way, Basingstoke, Hampshire, RG22  6HA.

Directions: -     From the Black Dam Roundabout North of M3 junction 6, take the exit travelling West into Ridgeway South, and travel straight over the Hackney Road roundabout to the Winchester Road roundabout.  Take the first exit at the Winchester Road roundabout, and proceed to the Brighton Hill roundabout.  Take the fifth exit at the Brighton Hill roundabout (white Pizza Express building is on the corner) into Western Way, and the school is on the left.
Rate of Play: -     36 moves in 90 minutes, followed by quickplay finish with 30 minutes extra for each player.  The maximum playing time is therefore 4 hours.

Composition of Teams: -     Each team must have not more than 4 players in each of the following five grading ranges: -  175 and over, 150-174, 125-149, 100-124 and under 100.  If a team has less than 4 players in any grading range, a player in a lower grading range may be substituted.

Refreshments: -     There will be light refreshments.  Costs will be included in the match fee.

Match Fee: -     There will be a match fee of £3.00 per player to be collected by the team captains.

Times and Repairing: -     The start will be 1.45 p.m.  At 2.30 p.m. any player without an opponent will be repaired if possible against another player with a similar grade, and with the time lost on the clocks shared between each player.  All repaired games will count towards the scores even if, due to reserves playing, a team has more than 20 players.  No game may be won by default if an opponent is available.

Chiltern Meeting: -     A meeting to review the past season and to discuss next season will start at 2.40p.m.  Those required for the meeting will not have time to play a game.  The hall is booked until 6.15 p.m., there is another function from 6.30 p.m., and there is no time for a meeting after play has ended.  Please let me know of any specific items for discussion at the meeting which might otherwise be overlooked, or which would benefit from some preliminary consideration before the meeting.
